The film, an adaptation of Egypt’s 2005 one-man show “God Did Not Give Me HIV” will showcase seven confessional narratives about the pandemic HIV. Moviegoers will also have the opportunity to be tested for the Virus at NO COST. 

As the months progress, more people will die from HIV/AIDS; not just physically, but mentally.  Children are likely to lose their parents, become orphaned, turn to drugs and violence, or essentially lose hope for the future.  Egypt believes this film has the power to inspire people to make better decisions and will motivate audiences to get tested.  In his own words, “This is More Than a Movie; this is a Chance to Save Lives”.  

Egypt lost his mother at the age of twelve and was disowned by his father within the same week.  After becoming a juvenile delinquent and numerous arrests he went on to change his life, graduated from Florida Atlantic University and earned two degrees.  As founder of National AIDS Awareness Poets, Egypt was able to channel his personal anger into a passion for helping others improve their lives.  

In the past three years, the poet and actor has appeared on the TV series Apollo twice, BET’s 106& Park, MTV, UPN, NBC, National Public Radio, and was featured in SEVENTEEN, HIV PLUS, and POZ magazines as well as the New York Daily News and Madison’s “Who’s Who of Business and Executives and Professionals”.  In 2008, Egypt participated in the BET special “Pos or Not” and is now continuing his dynamic work of educating people about HIV/AIDS through his movie “God, Me…HIV?”  When asked, “why Egypt?” he says, “Because I plan to influence the world as the great African Empire has influenced the earth.”
